Canadian Shorts Award which will be announced at a special industry event at the iconic Dr. Sun
Yat-Sen Gardens on the last day of the festival.

“This year's VAFF aims to be thought-provoking,” stated Grace Chin, festival director. “The
theme, What’s Your Perspective?, challenges our audience to examine the lens with which they
look inward, as well as outward at the world - similar to how filmmakers bring their unique
perspectives to their work. This year, we have 40 films that include feature-length films,
documentaries and shorts produced by Vancouver, Canadian, American and international
filmmakers.” The VAFF 2014 lineup includes an impressive 9 world premieres, 2 North American
premieres, 3 Canadian premieres and 2 Vancouver premieres.
